Who provides these awards?

The OAEM Awards Program provides students in an Emergency Management post-secondary
Certificate or Masters Program with the opportunity to receive an award. These awards were
established through funding from OAEM and from donations from agencies and enterprises with an
interest in the advancement of the emergency management field.

Who is eligible for these Awards?

Awards will be awarded to student applicants who are currently registered in:
An undergraduate Emergency Management program,
A graduate Emergency Management program,
A Professional Certificate/Continuing Education Emergency Management program,
A post-secondary program for which at least some of the curriculum relates to emergency
management

Candidates must also:
Have completed at least one semester in the program if enrolled on a full-time basis, or two courses
within the program if enrolled on a part-time basis.
Satisty the requirements of the OAEM’s Bursary Awards Committee including minimum academic
status, letter of recommendation and evidence of deservedness. (i.e. community involvement, work
history, etc.).
Have an Ontario address of residence or attend an educational institution in Ontario.

PLEASE NOTE: Although OAEM encourages all applicants to become members, membership with
OAEM is not mandatory in order to receive an award.
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How many awards are available?

Three major awards and ten minor awards are available. The awards are divided in the following
categories:
= 1 Award of Excellence for a Graduate student in Emergency Management
= ] Award of Excellence for an Undergraduate student in Emergency Management
= ] Award of Excellence for an Undergraduate student in a related discipline having
achieved excellence in at least one course in the field of Emergency Management
= 2 Awards of Recognition for Graduate students in Emergency Management
= 6 Awards of Recognition for Undergraduate students in Emergency Management
= 2 Awards of Recognition for Undergraduate students in related disciplines having
achieved excellence in at least one course in the field of Emergency Management

In addition, a number of Honorary Mention certificates will be presented each year to deserving
students.

What is the value of the awards?

Awards of Excellence are worth $300.00. Awards of Recognition are worth $100. Honorary Mentions
do not include monetary incentives. All awards and mentions are presented with a certificate.

When are the awards issued?

Awards will be presented at the OAEM Annual General Meeting usually held in May of every year. A cheque
and/or a certificate will be issued at that time. Should you not be able to attend the event, the cheque and/or the
certificate will be forwarded by mail. Attendance to this particular Professional Development Workshop will be
at no charge to you, however traveling and accommodation arrangements will be your responsibility. We do
reply to all applicants to inform them of the Award Committee’s decision. Notice of the decision will be sent by
mail or e-mail at least two weeks prior to the Annual General Meeting
